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This week we are officially starting homework. Each week your child will bring home a math packet and a coversheet with a calendar detailing the week’s assignments. Math sheets are due on the date they are listed. Spelling tests will be every Friday. The homework notebook is due every Monday. In order to allow time to review and score the homework notebooks, we will send them home on Tuesday.


Homework will vary every two weeks. One week, the kids will complete their composition book activities including: putting their spelling words in abc order, writing one reading reflection, completing four reading logs and practicing cursive. 

The next week, students will write a paragraph on either a Portland landmark, person, place or park. They should take notes in their composition book, then write a rough draft, which is revised and edited. Then they will type a final copy and either draw or include a picture from the computer that shows their paragraph topic. 


We practiced each part of the homework notebook last week so your child should know what to do and have a model to refer to in their notebook. Also, pasted in the notebook are the scoring guide, reader response ideas, a model of the reading log, and a cursive guide. There is also an example of what the homework notebook should look like on our third grade blog located on the Forest Park website.

Homework is intended to be an extension of what we’re working on in school. We work hard to create positive, meaningful assignments. Homework should take between 30-60 minutes each night. If an assignment exceeds that, let us know and we will talk about a solution. Thanks for your attention and support! 
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
